· Important Arrangement Considerations ·
• Optional cuts are indicated to allow for a more abbreviated performance for longer charts; 

a shorter version for worship service use and a longer version for use in a concert setting
• All of the string parts can be considered optional, while the rest of the orchestral parts remain effective

(However, the string parts do make a very important contribution, they are fully developed 
within the string family and are not considered “throw away” or “filler” part.)

• A String Synthesizer part is included which is a reduction of the violin, viola and cello parts
• Standard fully independent, but optional, Saxophone parts are included 

(these parts tend to fill out the woodwind section)
• Optional substitute parts are included to cover missing instruments:

– Eb Alto Sax for French Horn 1 & 2
– Eb Alto Sax for French Horn 3 & 4
– Bb Tenor Sax and Baritone T. C. for Trombone 2 & 3
– Eb Baritone Sax for Tuba

• The Bb Bass Clarinet part can be considered optional
• The Bassoon 1 & 2 part can be considered optional
• The French Horn 3 & 4 in F part can be considered optional
• Baritone B.C. (bass clef) uses the Trombone 2/3 part
• Baritone T.C. (treble clef) uses the Substitute Bb Tenor Sax part
• The Harp part can be considered optional
• The Organ part can be considered optional 

(but provides underpinning and support, filling out the overall sound; includes extensive registration suggestions)
• The Guitar part can be considered optional

(also, many of the classical pieces do not lend themselves to using a Guitar)

Level III Extended Instrumentation – Designed for a Symphonic Wind Ensemble / Concert Band
   In addition to instruments from Level I and II above, the following instruments are added:

C Flute 1 & 2 French Horn 1 & 2 in F
C Piccolo – optional French Horn 3 & 4 in F – optional
Oboe 1 & 2 Tuba
Bb Clarinet 1 & 2 Percussion I (Mallets, etc.)
Bb Bass Clarinet – optional Percussion II (Timpani, etc.)
Bassoon 1 & 2 – optional

   Please note: at this level, optional additional Sax parts are provided to facilitate missing instruments:
Eb Alto Sax substitute for F Horn 1/2
Eb Alto Sax substitute for F Horn 3/4
Bb Tenor Sax or Baritone T.C. substitute for Trombone 2/3
Eb Baritone Sax substitute for Tuba

Level IV Full Instrumentation – Designed for a Full Symphony Orchestra
   In addition to instruments from Level I, II and III, the following instruments are added:

Violin 1 & 2 Harp – optional
Viola Organ – optional (for underpinning & doubling)
Cello String Synthesizer – optional
Double Bass    (a string reduction of Violins, Viola and Cello)
